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The ninth volume of Transactions ef the International Astro­
nomical Union contains reports on the ninth General
Assembly of the Union in Dublin, in Aug.-Sept. 1955.
Part I records the ceremonial opening and the two sessions
of the General Assembly; the report of the Executive
Committee over the years 1952-4 is reproduced. The re­
solutions adopted by the assembly are listed in Part II,
and Part III contains the draft reports and the reports of
the meetings of thirty-nine standing commissions. This part
of the volume gives a survey of all astronomical activities
during 1952-4. During the assembly joint discussions were
held on solar flares, fundamental stars, photoelectric image
tubes and their astronomical applications, and turbulence
in stellar atmospheres: rC'ports on these scientific meetings
will be found in Part IV. Part V lists the standing com­
missions and members of the Union.
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
