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Notes for Contributors 
1. All contr ibut ions and correspondence should be sent t o : The Editor, Journal 
of Social Policy, P S S R U , Cornwal l i s Building, The Universi ty , Canterbury, 
Kent , C T 2 7 N F . All b o o k s for review should be sent t o : T h e Review Editor, 
Journal of Social Policy, Depar tment o f Social Pol icy , T h e University , Leeds 
LS2 9JT. 

2. Articles should generally conta in between 5,000 and 10,000 words including 
footnotes , a l though longer or shorter articles m a y be accepted by arrangement 
with the editor. Short articles stand a better chance o f early publ icat ion. 

3. Submiss ion o f an article is taken to imply that it has not previously been 
publ ished, or is not being considered for publ icat ion elsewhere. If an author is 
publ ishing a related article elsewhere, this fact should be stated. 

4. Contr ibut ions (articles, review articles, reviews) should be clearly typed o n 
o n e side o f the paper only using a convent iona l size o f paper, preferably A 4 . 
All material should be typed double-spaced with generous margins . Contr ibutors 
should send t w o copies and keep one c o p y o f the typescript for correcting proofs . 

5. Contr ibut ions should be accompanied by an abstract o f between o n e and two 
hundred words , and a title page providing informat ion a bo ut the pos i t ion/s held 
by the author / s and giving full details o f any acknowledgements . 

6. Manuscr ipts will no t be accepted for publ icat ion unless they conform to the 
usual journal style. Contr ibutors are advised to l ook at the latest issue o f 
the journal for general guidance, a l though a brief style sheet is available from 
the editor u p o n request. Particular at tent ion should be m a d e to the journal 
requirements about references and tables. 

7. N o t e s should not conta in bibliographical references: these should be built 
into the text and the Harvard (author/date) system used. Such notes as are 
essential should be referred to in numerical order throughout the text and the 
numbers s h o w n as superscript. N o t e s and bibl iographical references should be 
typed (double-spaced) as separate sect ions at the end o f the article. 

8. Tables should be clearly laid out and des igned to fit o n to a page 
234 m m x 155 m m . Vertical lines between c o l u m n s should be omitted, and 
horizontal l ines l imited t o the top and b o t t o m o f the table, with an addit ional 
one b e l o w the c o l u m n headings. Tota ls and percentages should be labelled, and 
units identified. 

9. First proofs m a y be read and corrected by contr ibutors provided that they 
can give the editor an address through which they can be reached without delay 
and can guarantee to return the corrected proofs to the editor, by airmail where 
appropriate , within seven days o f receiving them. 

10. A u t h o r s o f articles and review articles (but not b o o k reviews) receive 
twenty-five free offprints. Addi t ional copies m a y be b o u g h t if ordered at proo f 
stage. 

11. Contr ibutors o f accepted articles will be asked to assign their copyright, on 
certain condi t ions , to Cambridge Univers i ty Press, to help protect their material, 
particularly in the U S A . 
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
