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The Papers of the British School at Rome exists to publish work related to the
archaeology, history and literature of Italy and other parts of the mediterranean area
up to early modern times, in the first instance by the staff of the School and by its
present and former members. The Papers is edited by the Publications Advisory
Committee of the Council of the British School and is a refereed journal.
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Intending contributors are advised to get in touch with the Publications Manager,
British School at Rome, at The British Academy, 10 Carlton House Terrace,
London, SW1Y 5AH, before preparing their papers in final form, since they will be
required to conform to the conventions currently followed in the Papers.

The British School also publishes a series of Supplementary Volumes and a series
of Archaeological Monographs, to accommodate works on a scale larger than is suit-
able for the Papers.
