Margaret DeLacy. Like many reforms of the modern period, prison
reform has evoked prolonged controversy. This work asserts that de-
spite the continuing debate and the many books on prison reform, we
actually know very little about what was being reformed. Focusing on
the county of Lancashire, this is a detailed history of the conditions of
local prison life and administration during the era in which the modern
prison was created. The author follows Lancashire's prison system
over a 150-year period in order to determine what the system was like
before reform and to relate the details of Lancashire's evolving prison
system to larger issues. Thus, the reader is able to evaluate the day-to-
day workings of the system against the more general history of the rise
of prisons and penal theory. Throughout, she tests her findings against
the views of such modern historians as Michel Foucault and Michael
