In the following poem I have sought, by the medium of an imaginary Buddhist votary, to depict
the life and character and indicate the philosophy of that noble hero and reformer, Prince Gautama
of India, the founder of Buddkism.

A generation ago little or nothing was known in Europe of this great faith of Asia, which had,
nevertheless, existed during twenlyfour centuries, and at this day surpasses, in the numter of its
Jollowers and the area of ils prevalence, any other formn of creed. Four hundred and seventy miilions
of our race live and die in the tenets of Gautama, and the spivitual dominions of this ancient
teacher extend, al the present time, from Nepaul and Ceylon, over the whole Eastern Peninsula to
China, Fapan, Thibet, Central Asia, Siberia, and even Swedish-Lapland. [India itself might fuirly
be included in this magnificent empire of belief, for, though the profession of Buddhism has jor the
most part passed away from the land of its bivth, the mark of Gautama's sublime teaching is stamped
inefaceably upon modern Brakmanism, and the most characleristic habits and convictions of the
Hindus are clearly due to the benign influence of Buddha's precepts.
