GEORGE BERKELEY AND MEDICINE
THE recently published eighth volumes of The Works of George Berkeley,
Bishop of Cloyne, edited by Dr. A. A. Luce, Berkeley Professor of Meta-
physics, Trinity College, Dublin (London: Thomas Nelson & Sons, Ltd.,
1956), contains Berkeley's Letters. Many of these deal with his famous
specific, tar-water, and have references to Arbuthnot, Garth and other
medical men. Twelve letters written by Berkeley to his disciple Samuel
Johnson (i696-I772), President of King's College, New York, are mainly
concerned with the sending of a collection of books for the library of Yale
College. It may be noted that Berkeley's tracts on tar-water are contained
in Vol. V of this definitive edition of the Works, published in 1953.
