AWARD 1. A citation and prize of $1,000.00 will be awarded for the best paper presented to the annual 
meeting of the Canadian Neurosurgical Society, by a neurosurgical resident in which he is the 
principal author. The recipient will have his expenses, including air fare, hotel accommodation 
and registration fees, paid for as part of the Award. 

AWARD 2. A grant-in-aid will be awarded to support a specific educational project which may include travel. 
However, travel to regularly scheduled neurosurgical meetings is excluded. The applicant must 
be a resident in training in a Canadian Neurosurgical Training Program, or if formal training is 
completed, within two years of having received certification in neurosurgery. 

APPLICATIONS FOR AWARD 1. 
The completed manuscript must be sent to the Chairman of the K.G. McKenzie Memorial Awards 
Committee at the address below by March 1, 1986. 

APPLICATIONS FOR AWARD 2. 
Applicants should forward a comprehensive letter to the Chairman of the Awards Committee by 
January 15, 1986. The application should contain relevant personal information, a clear descrip­
tion of the educational project which is contemplated, and its purpose, and any supporting letters 
the applicant may wish to submit. The successful applicant will be notified by April 1, 1986.
