International Kelly Prize in
French Political Thought

The Conference for the Study of Po-
litical Thought (CSPT) announces the
fourth annual George Armstrong Kelly
Prize. After three years of honoring
articles on German political thought,
the prize has been changed to honor
French-language political thought for a
three-year cycle. This is intended to
reflect George Kelly's interest in these
fields.

The prize will be awarded for the
best journal article, or paper of similar
length and scope, published in 1993 on
the history of 18th and/or 19th century
French-language political thought (in-
cluding political theory, philosophy,
etc.). This is an international prize: en-
tries will be accepted from any coun-
try, although the articles must be in
French, German, English, or Spanish.

Individual authors are encouraged to
submit their own work for consider-
ation for the prize. Others are invited
to nominate possible candidates for the
prize.

The deadline for submissions of 1993
articles for the prize is November 30,
1994. Four copies of articles in English,
French, or Spanish should be sent to
Prof. John Christian Laursen, Depart-
ment of Political Science, University of
California, Riverside, CA, 92507-0118,
U.S.A. Four copies of articles in Ger-
man should be sent to Prof. Martyn P.
Thompson, Department of Political Sci-
ence, Tulane University, New Orleans,
Louisiana, 70118-5698, U.S.A.. Winner
of the prize, which includes a cash
grant, will be announced at the 1995
annual meeting of the CSPT.

Continuum Book Award
A new $10,000 book award will rec-

ognize the best work received in Con-
tinuum's principal publishing areas: re-
ligious studies, literature and the arts,
psychology and social thought, and wo-
men's studies. Manuscripts that are
interdisciplinary in nature and that offer
innovative and theoretical perspectives
of wide-ranging cultural importance are
the primary focus of the award. Contin-
uum will consider manuscripts for the
award twice yearly: deadlines for re-
ceipt of completed manuscripts are

February 1 and September 1; awards
(if granted) will be announced May 1
and December 1. Monies awarded rep-
resent an advance against royalties, and
will be granted as often as a book is
found to merit the award, but no more
than once a year. Manuscripts should
be sent to "Continuum Book Award"
at 370 Lexington Avenue, New York,
NY 10017.

The editors of Peace & Democracy
News and the Campaign for Peace and
Democracy are pleased to announce an
essay contest for applicants aged 25 or
younger. We invite essays of 1500 to
3500 words in length on the following
topic:

A Progressive U. S. Foreign Policy in
the Post-Cold War Era. Following the
collapse of the Soviet Union and the
end of the superpower rivalry, Ameri-
cans have been groping for a frame-
work for our country's foreign policy.
What would a. progressive foreign
policy—one that promotes democracy,
peace, environmental progress,
economic well-being and an end to
racism—look like? How does current
U.S. foreign policy compare to the pro-
gressive policy you describe? What
role, if any, would military intervention
play in such a policy? What role does
intervention play now? (Applicants may
choose to emphasize just one of these
issues in their essays, or may address
several or all of them.)

This competition is open to appli-
cants aged 25 or younger. Papers writ-
ten for academic classes may be sub-
mitted, provided that they are aimed at
a general audience. Submissions can
take the form of general essays, book
reviews, and studies of specific cases.

The best essay (as determined by a
panel of judges assembled by the Cam-
paign for Peace and Democracy) will be
published in a future issue of Peace &
Democracy News. In addition, the top
winner will be awarded a cash prize of
$125 and a free subscription to PDN.
The two runners-up will each be given
$50, a free subscription to PDN, and a

copy of Why Bosnia? Writings on the
Balkan War, edited by Rabia Ali and
Lawrence Lifschultz (Pamphleteer's
Press).

GRE Change
In November 1993, the computer-

delivered version of the traditional
GRE General Test changed to an adap-
tive test, know as a Computer Adaptive
Test (CAT). The test is. administered by
computer and is adaptive in the sense
that each question is selected from a
pool of questions based on the examin-
ee's answers to earlier questions. While
a paper-and-pencil version of the Gen-
eral Test continues to be available, the
GRE Program plans to replace it with a
fully computerized modular GRE Gen-
eral Test by the middle of 1997. The
cost of the test is $93. Examinees may
call a test center directly or 1-800-967-
1100 to schedule an appointment.
