Implementing a Wage-Price Freeze
By Robert A. Kagan, University of California, Berkeley.

If we are to understand and evaluate the dynamics of our legal system as
a whole, it is important to extend our vision into the inner workings of the
administrative legal process. This book is an important effort in that
direction.

Regulatory Justice is based on a case study of two closely linked federal
agencies —the Cost of Living Council (CLC) and the Office of Emergency
Preparedness (OEP) — which administered a nationwide wage-price
freeze in 1971, Drawing on his own experience in these agencies, the
author describes the interplay of legal considerations and organizational
problems in the minds of regulatory officials. We learn how they define
their mission, decide concrete cases, and respond to the justice-claims
advanced by citizens and regulatory firms. From these insights,
Regulatory Justice builds a deeper understanding of regulatory,
bureaucratic and legal institutions in general.

From the outset, Professor Kagan rejects simplistic theories of regulatory
"“capture’ and bureaucratic arbitrariness. Regulatory agencies, he
emphasizes, face an inescapable tension between their primary “‘police
mission’’ and important conflicting values, such as justice and economic
continuity. He also outlines four different patterns — judicial, legalistic,
discretionary, and retreatist — by which administrative officials translate
general regulatory policy, embodied in legal rules, into specific decisions.
Using this conceptual framework, Regulatory Justice examines the
sources of stringency in regulatory policy-making and of fairness in
applying legal rules and regulations. The book thus provides important
information for all who seek sensible and responsive legal institutions.
