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This is the first symposium dealing with
Spectral Classification since [.A.U. Sympo-
sium No. 24 in Saltsjobaden in 1964.

Forty-six participants from fourteen countries
attended the meeting, where fifty papers were
presented. Four introductory lectures dealt
with: classification of slitspectra; classification
of objective-prism spectra; photometric clas-
sification; and catalogues and documentation.
In the three sessions on classification particular
interest was shown in criteria for identification
and classification of supergiant stars, peculiar
stars, cool stars, and Population I1 stars as well
as in the interpretation of the data. The possi-
bilities of automatic classification of objective-
prism spectra were discussed extensively. In the
last session the main topic was the problem
of making existing and forthcoming spectro-
scopic and photometric data easily available,

as catalogues and/or data centres.
