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The orchid—dandelion hypothesis
suggests that some environments
will damage even the most
resilient child. Gwen Adshead (pp.
15-22) discusses the risks to child
development of having a parent
with a personality disorder,
stressing the duty on mental
healthcare providers to offer
services for adults that focus on
their parenting identity.
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
