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Carol M. Rose is Lohse Chair for Water and Natural Resource Law at the
University of Arizona Rogers College of Law, and Gordon Bradford Tweedy
Professor of Law and Organization at Yale Law School (Emerita). Her
research focuses on the history and theory of property, and on the rela-
tionships between property and environmental law. Her writings include
two books, Property and Persuasion (1994) and Perspectives on Property Law
(3d ed., 2002, with R. C. Ellickson and B. A. Ackerman), and numerous
articles on traditional and modern property regimes, environmental law,
natural resource law, and intellectual property. She holds degrees from
Antioch College (B.A. in philosophy), the University of Chicago (M.A. in
political science, and ].D.), and Cornell University (Ph.D. in history), and
an honorary degree from the Chicago Kent College of Law. She is a
member of the American Academy of Arts and Sciences and is on the
board of editors of the Foundation Press.

Mark Sagoff directs the Institute for Philosophy and Public Policy in the
School of Public Policy at the University of Maryland. He holds an A.B.
from Harvard University and a Ph.D. in philosophy from the University
of Rochester, and has taught at Princeton University, the University of
Pennsylvania, the University of Wisconsin-Madison, and Cornell Univer-
sity. He has published widely in journals of law, philosophy, and the
environment, and his most recent books are Price, Principle, and the Envi-
ronment (2004) and The Economy of the Earth (2d ed., 2008). He was named
a Pew Scholar in Conservation and the Environment in 1991 and was
awarded a fellowship at the Woodrow Wilson International Center for
Scholars in 1998.

Andrew P. Morriss is H. Ross and Helen Workman Professor of Law and
Professor of Business at the University of Illinois. He is also a research

Bruce Yandle is Alumni Distinguished Professor of Economics Emeritus
at Clemson University. He is also a senior fellow with the Property and
Environment Research Center in Bozeman, Montana, and an editorial
board member of the European Journal of Law and Economics. His authored
and edited books include The Political Limits of Environmental Quality Reg-
ulation (1989); Taking the Environment Seriously (1993); Land Rights: The
1990s Property Rights Rebellion (1995); Common Sense and Common Law for
the Environment (1997); Agricultural Policy and the Environment (2003); and
Regulation by Litigation (2008). His research focuses on environmental pol-
icy and regulation.

Andrew Dobson is Professor of Politics at Keele University, United King-
dom. He specializes in environmental political theory. Among his publi-
cations are Green Political Thought (4th ed., 2006), Justice and the Environment
(1998), and Citizenship and the Environment (2003). He was a founding
editor of the international journal Environmental Politics.
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Charles T. Rubin is Associate Professor of Political Science at Duquesne
University and a member of the graduate faculty in Duquesne’s Graduate

Michael E. Mann is Associate Professor in the Departments of Meteorol-
ogy and Geosciences at Penn State University, and Director of Penn State’s
Earth System Science Center (ESSC). He received his undergraduate degrees
in physics and applied mathematics from the University of California at
Berkeley, an M.S. degree in physics from Yale University, and a Ph.D. in
geology and geophysics from Yale University. His current areas of research
include model/data comparisons aimed at understanding the long-term
behavior of the climate. He was a lead author of the Intergovernmental
Panel on Climate Change (IPCC) Third Scientific Assessment Report. He
received the outstanding scientific publication award for 2000 from the
National Oceanic and Atmospheric Association, and in 2002 was selected
as one of the fifty leading visionaries in science and technology by Sci-
entific American.

He has been a senior research scholar at the Social Philoso-
phy and Policy Center, Bowling Green State University, and has pub-
lished articles in journals such as Polis, Diké, and Bryn Mawr Classical
Review.

His edited books include The Costs of Kyoto: Climate Change Policy
and Its Implications (1998), and Ecology, Liberty, and Property: A Free-Market
Environmental Reader (2000). He received a B.A. magna cum laude from Yale
University, and a J.D. summa cum laude from the George Mason University
School of Law.

J. Baird Callicott is Regents Professor of Philosophy and Chair of the
Department of Philosophy and Religion Studies at the University of North
Texas. He is the co-editor-in-chief of the Encyclopedia of Environmental
Ethics and Philosophy (2008) and the author or editor of a number of books
and journal articles in environmental philosophy and ethics. He has served
as president of the International Society for Environmental Ethics and as
bioethicist in residence at Yale University.

He holds
an M.A. in philosophy from San Francisco State University. Prior to enter-
ing academia, he was a professional chef for more than twenty years, the
last ten in San Francisco. His current research interests are in environ-
mental philosophy and ethics, and the integration of ecological theory.

N. Scott Arnold is Professor of Philosophy at the University of Alabama
at Birmingham, where he has taught since 1982. He is the author of Marx’s
Radical Critique of Capitalist Society (1990), and The Philosophy and Econom-
ics of Market Socialism (1994). His latest book, Imposing Values: An Essay on
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Liberalism and Regulation, will be published by Oxford University Press in
2009. He has been a visiting scholar at the Social Philosophy and Policy
