2. Articles should by typed double-spaced (including
references). Five (5) copies must be submitted.

2. Les manuscrits (y compris les references bibliographi-
qucs) doivent etre dactylographies a double interligne
el soumis en cinq (5) exemplaires.

3. A title page must be included containing name of the
author, highest academic degree awarded, name and
address of institutional affiliation. A condensed title for
a running-page headline, not to exceed 40 letters and
spaces should be supplied, along with up to six (6) key
words for abstracting purposes.

3. Les manuscrits doivent etre accompagnes dune page

4. Abstract. Each author is required to furnish, on a
separate sheet, an abstract of not more than 100-150
words. A French translation of the abstract is necessary.
The author may provide this or accept the expense of
the translation of the abstract.

4. Resume. Les auteurs dont pries de fournir. sur une
feuille separee. un resume ne depassant pas 100 a 150
mots. Celui doit etre accompagne de sa traduction
anglais, a defaut de quoi les frais de traduction sont au
compte de lauteur.

5. Style of Referencing. The articles submitted should be
written in either the American Psychological Associa-
tion (1984) style or the Vancouver style of referencing.
More information regarding this may be obtained by
writing to the editorial office.

5. References. La presentation des references doit etre
conforme au protocole de l'American Psychological
Association (1984) ou au protocole de Vancouver. Pour
obtenir de plus amples renseignements sur ce point
sadresser au Bureau de la revue.

6. Tables. Tables should be typed on separate sheets. 6. Tableaux. Les tableaux doivent figurer sur des feuilles
separecs.

7. Figures. Figures should be submitted in a form ready
for publication. The cost of reproduction of complex
figures will be borne by the author. Some photographic
reproductions may also result in additional costs to
the author.

7. Schemas et diagrammed. Les illustrations doivent etre
pretes a reproduirc. Les frais occasionnes par la rep-
roduction des illustrations compliquees sont au compte
des auteurs. La reproduction des photographies, le cas
echeant. peut egalement entrainer des frais supple-
mentaires.

8. Authors' alterations of the page proofs in excess of 10%
of the cost of the composition will be charged to the
author.
