Sugar Without Slaves is a study of the wide range of problems confronting a mufti-
racial. multicultural, one-crop British colony in the post-emancipation nineteenth century.
Its principal themes have to do with the survival of sugar as the dominant crop, of the
plantation economy as the dominant system of production, and of the sugar planters
as the dominant social and political group. Most of the data are from primary sources
and the evidence is new and voluminous. Historians and social scientists alike will find here
fascinating insights into the complex network of social and economic relations that de­
veloped in this Caribbean country a century ago and have a clear bearing on the tensions
