THE SOCIAL SCIENCE RESEARCH LISTED IN THE FOLLOWING SECTION COVERS
projects now in progress at institutions in the Eastern region of the United
States and projects undertaken by a number of U.S. agencies and international
organizations. Also included is a supplementary listing of projects reported by
institutions from the Far Western region of the U.S., Canada, and Latin Amer-
ica which were received too late to be included in the last issue of the Review,
Volume Two, Number 3.

Since this issue, Volume Three, Number 1, inaugurates the third cycle of
current research coverage, we thought it might be helpful to our readers if we
reviewed the principles and procedures used in compiling this section. The
following description attempts to do this in a general way.

Purpose

The basic purpose of the Current Research Inventory section is to acquaint re-
searchers working in the Latin American area with various other social science
projects currently being carried out in this field. It is hoped that this information
will provide an impetus toward communication among scholars concerning their
own work and at the same time reduce needless duplication.

This section is concerned only with #npublished, on-going research. Once
the material is published it becomes generally available and publicized through
various means. (The Handbook of Latin American Studies regularly in-
forms readers of the latest works published.) As a convenience to our readers,
we do list the publisher and date of publication when the researcher has made
definite plans to have his research printed, but the inclusion of a project in the
Research Inventory section is not dependent on whether or not the research is
intended for publication. For similar reasons research undertaken to fulfill re-
quirements for a Master’s or Doctoral degree is not included in the Inventory.
Most theses and dissertations can be located and consulted after they have been
completed and approved. Furthermore, the amount of space needed to cover
this large volume of work makes the listing of on-going pre-doctoral work a
practical impossibility.
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Geographical Division

The Current Research Inventory section of LARR covers research on Latin
America currently underway in the United States, Latin America and Canada.*
Coverage is divided into geographical areas which correspond to the three
numbers of each yearly volume of the Review:

Fall Issue—the eastern region of the U.S.; governmental agencies of the
U.S. and international organizations.

Spring Issue—The mid-western region of the U.S. and the northern tier of
Latin America (including the Caribbean area, Central America, Mexico, Vene-
zuela and Colombia).

Summer Issue—The far-western region of the U.S., Canada, and the
southern tier of Latin America (including Argentina, Bolivia, Brazil, Chile,
Ecuador, Paraguay, Peru and Uruguay).

To provide for institutions or individuals whose research reports reach
this office too late to be published in the assigned issue, a supplementary listing
section is included in each Research Inventory.

Coverage of research previously listed

Continuing research projects are listed repeatedly. Each researcher is sent
a photostat copy of his previously reported research when his particular geo-
graphical area is being surveyed. If he indicates that the research is continuing,
his project is listed by researcher(s) name and the title of the project under the
particular institution with which he is affiliated. The reader is referred to the
first listing (volume, number and item number) for the description or sum-
mary of the project. Only if the researcher requests a change which reflects a
basic departure from his original description is this change incorporated into
the second and following listings..

The basic source for the research items reported in this section is the in-
