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CONTRIBUTORS are asked to observe the following procedure:

1. The manuscript should be doublespaced, including footnotes,
which should appear together at the end of the manuscript.

2. Footnotes should give the full publication data for works cited;
author and title should appear in the original language with the proper
diacritical marks whether in the Cyrillic or Roman alphabet. For
example:

?B. 0. Kmouescknit, Aemopua cocrosudi 8 Poccuu (3rd ed.; Petrograd, 1918), p. 48.

3. Names and terms from languages written in Cyrillic appearing in
the text, however, should be transliterated according to the Library of
Congress system.

4. The contributor’s exact title and university or other afliliation
should appear on the manuscript.
