1. ANIMAL WELFARE accepts: Original articles, iefirst reports ofthe author's ownwork. Interpretative
articles basedlargelyonthe author's ownworkandideas,but incorporating attimesanimal welfare aspects
of previously published material. Review articles based largely on other scientists' work. Short
communications oflessthan 2,000 words.Thesemaybe original, interpretative or review papers; factual
accounts orfield workers' practical experiences indealingwith welfare problems; constructive critiques of
other papers, etc. Technical contributions fromanimal keepers, scientists, students, technicians etc, reporting
practical methodsof improving animal welfare.

Animal Welfare willnot include papers based on work whichinvolves unnecessary pain, distress,
suffering or lasting harm.

2. Manuscripts shouldbein English, typewritten, double spacedon single-sided A4,with generous margins and
pages numbered consecutively. Four copiesplusa computer disk ofanyApple Macintosh orIBM compatible
package should preferably be submitted tothe relevant Section Editor ortothe Editor-in-Chief. Articles will
be scrutinized byaminimumoftwo referees before being accepted or rejected.

3. Contents of articles. Thetitlepage should givethefulltitleofthe paper, thenamets)and addresstes) ofthe
authorts) anda short running headtitle.Thefullpostal address, telephone and facsimile numbers ofthe
correspondent shouldbegiven.

4. Text should includean abstract ofnotmorethan250wordsplus Keywords; an introduction andas
appropriate, sections on methods, results, discussion, conclusion, acknowledgements and references. Animal
welfare implications ofthe paper should besetoutattheendofthetextasa subdivision ofthe discussion
or conclusion. Tables and figures shouldallbeinTimesfontandon separate sheets; only their legends
shouldbeslottedintothe appropriate placeinthetext.

5. Layout. Thegeneralstyleof articles should followthoseinthisissuein respect of headings, paragraphs, use
ofitalics, quotation marksetc.

6. Numbers onetonineshouldbe written inwordsunlessthey precede unitsof measurement. Numbers 10and
aboveshouldbewrittenas numerals except atthe beginning ofa sentence. The24 hour clock should beused
fortimesofday,eg1400handif relevant, corrected to standard localtime. Measurements should comply
withthe abbreviations inthe International SystemofUnits. Locations should begivenas latitude and
longitude. Per cent should beusedinthemaintext except whenin parentheses orintableswhen% should
beused.

7. References citedinthetext should be carefully checked withthoseinthe reference listandvice versa,
particularly to ensure thatthe spelling ofnamesandthedatesmatch.Inthetext, references should bewith
theminimumof punctuation, for example:

, carried outbySmithand J~nes (1985) ... ';
,(Smith & Jones1985) ... 'ieuse ampersand when reference isin parentheses;
,(Smith1985;Jones1986) ... 'ietwoormore references shouldbein chronological order;
,(Smith etal 1985) ... 'ieuseforthreeormore authors;
'(Smith 1986a,b; 1988) ... 'iebysame author inthesameandina subsequent year.

Citationsof personal communications and unpublished datashouldbe avoided if possible.

References shouldbelistedattheendofthetextin alphabetical and chronological order of authors withthe
minimumof punctuation. Bookand journal titles should bequotedinfulland italicized or underlined to
indicateitalics.Forexample:
