The last one who planted this type of mate-
rlal was Michelangelo Caravagglo, the
Baroque painter who died In 1610,

So when Jo Mielziner had to design scenery
for a play about Caravaggio, he didn't try to
re-paint the artist's work. Instead, he used
scenic projections of his own designs . . .
and fragments from Caravaggio’s canvases.
The results, in the words of one reviewer,
“provided flexibility for the actors and direc-
tors and fluldity to the production.”

To get the effects he wanted, Mielziner
used 20 Klieg! scenic projec-
tors and 6 Kliegl-adapted
Carousel projectors.
