Courses are planned in the
roots of art, liminality, and collective
performance methods. as well as
workshops i converging tech-
niques of performance and therapy.

Acquired knowledge in performing
arts may be published in a variety of
media. Research courses cover bib-
liography, archival documentation,
textual study and interview meth-
ods, as well as description of per-
formance praclice. Applied courses
emphasize editorial methods and
standards for reviewing. criticism,
features, scholarly articles. books
and media.
