(Fleischhauer & Arab, 2001; Jump, 2002).

Referees. Authors are asked to submit the names of up to
four scientists who would be well-qualified to review the
paper; however, no more than one such reviewer will be
used. The email addresses and institutions of the named
reviewers should be given, when known.

PDF page proofs will be emailed to authors for
checking, and should be returned within 3 days (by fax or
Express mail) to the address given below.
