The Presidential Address, read on 6 December 1968, by Professor
R. A. Humphreys, O.B.E., M.A., Ph.D., D.Litt., on “The Royal
Historical Society, 1868-1968’, is not included in the present
volume of Zransactions, but is printed in a special edition com-
memorative of the Society’s centenary. This contains also a list of
the Society’s officers from its foundation in 1868 together with an
account of the Camden Society (amalgamated with the Royal
Historical Society in 1897), written by the late Charles Johnson
and first published in 1940.
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
