ELIZABETH WILDER WEISMANN, one-time Assistant Keeper of the Archive of Hispanic
Culture in the Library of Congress, and for forty years an independent student of the colo-
nial art of Latin America, now lives and works in Austin, Texas.

JOHN J. TE PASKE, Professor of History at Duke University, is the author of The Gover-
norship of Spanish Florida and editor of three works dealing with Philip II of Spain,
Latin America, and comparative colonial history.
