The following are offered as
examples of Renaissance topics: a vernacular or neo-Latin literary
author, topic, or text; humanism in any of its forms; printing; a
Renaissance city-state and/or its institutions; the art or an artist of the
period. These topics are not meant to exclude other possibilities.
Bibliographical works and scholarly aids are eligible for the Gordan
prize, but editions of texts and translations will not be considered.

C. Clarity and eloquence
