During the 
Centennial year, ASIL publications will use the Society's Centennial logo that appears on this issue of International 
Legal Materials. The Society's history, The American Society of International Law's First Century: 1906-2006 
by ASIL Secretary Frederic L. Kirgis was published by Martinus Nijhoff Publishers in early 2006. This work not 
only reflects on the Society's development as an institution, but also places this development in the context of 
world events in the 20th century. With hindsight, we know that the 20th century was a tumultuous one. It was, 
however, also an exceptionally productive one for international law. For multilateral treaties alone, the twentieth 
century saw the conclusion and adoption of more such treaties than in the 250 years following the Peace of 
Westphalia in 1648.
