Th is digital collage illustrates the fundamental concept of Disaster Metrics. Quantitative parameters are at the core of 
evidence-based medicine. Th e absence of such metrics is a major hindrance to performance measurement and the 
advancement of research, and is the prime reason for the dominance of qualitative methodologies in the fi eld of disaster 
medicine. I was inspired by the numerical precision of high-end Swiss mechanical watches, and used a modifi ed rendition to 
depict the following idea: Disaster Metrics are essential to bring a coordinated and organized medical response (ambulance) to 
a chaotic environment (Edvard Munch’s “Th e Scream”), for both man-made (Trojan Horse, left) and natural disasters (satellite 
image of hurricane Katrina, right).
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
