After Elizabeth's death in their Florentine apart-
ment on 29 June 1861, Robert Browning com-
missioned the above painting, Drawing Room at
Casa Cuidi, by George Mignaty. Since the
painting (now in the Goewey Collection of
Mills College Library) provides a remarkably
detailed record of the room's appearance in
1861, it is one of the chief sources of evidence
being used by the Browning Institute, which
owns Casa Guidi, in plans for restoration.
Today the Browning rooms are open once
more to the public, and by joining the Browning
Institute you can contribute to the restoration
of Casa Guidi as a museum and study center.
