Robert Bradford Fox (1918-1985)

The death of Robert Bradford Fox, a pioneer in Philippine archaeology, on May
25, 1985, was a great loss to Asian studies, to anthropology, and to the Filipino
people. Fox was a distinguished American anthropologist who made substantive and
enduring contributions to Philippine anthropology through his research, publica-
tions, teaching, and public service. With colleagues at the National Museum of the
Philippines, Fox excavated the Tabon caves in Palawan, which led to the discovery
of the late Pleistocene human fossil remains and associated stone implements. He
will be remembered as a hard-working field archaeologist, a delightful and helpful
teacher and colleague, and a scholarly researcher on Philippine cultural communities.

Fox was born on May 11, 1918, in Galveston, Texas. He received the A.B.
(Anthropology) from the University of Southern California (1941); the M.A. (An-
thropology) from the University of Texas (1944); and the Ph.D. (Anthropology) from
the University of Chicago (1954).

Fox's major publications include "The Pinatubo Negritos: Their Useful Plants
and Material Culture," The Philippine Journal of Science (1951), 220 pp.; "Religion
and Society Among the Tagbanuwa of Palawan Island, Philippines" (1954), 382 pp.;
and "The Tabon Caves: Archaeological Excavations and Explorations on Palawan Is-
land, Philippines (1962-65)," Philippine Journal of Science.

Fox was for many years the Chief Anthropologist of the Philippine National
Museum. He was a professorial lecturer at the University of the Philippines and
presidential adviser on anthropology.

For some four years and eight months, Fox conducted field research among nu-
merous folk and mountain peoples in the Philippines. He spent more than six years
of cave and open-site archaeology in Albay, Batangas, Palawan, Pampanga, Sorsogon,
and numerous brief periods of exploration in other areas.

Fox was a fellow of the American Anthropological Association; member of the
Far Eastern Prehistoric Association; Vice-President, Philippine Association for the
Advancement of Science; Associate of the National Research Council of the Philip-
pines; and contributing editor (anthropology) of the Philippine Journal of Science.

He won many prestigious awards in the Philippines, including the Rizal Pro-
Patria Award of the Republic of the Philippines in 1964.

Ida Pruitt (1888-1985)

Ida Pruitt, founder and chief of the Social Service Department of the Peking
Union Medical College hospital, 1920—1938, and the American executive secretary
of the Chinese Industrial Cooperatives (Indusco), 1939-1952, died in Philadelphia
on July 24, 1985, at the age of 96. Born and raised in a small village on the Shantung
peninsula, she always retained the accent and perspective of the North China peasantry
{A China Childhood). Mediating between the country folk from her childhood who
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came as patients to the Rockefeller hospital and the Western-trained doctors remained
her first love. She trained the first generation of Chinese social caseworkers, whose
case histories and statistical data on thousands of Chinese patients proved invaluable
to the study of early twentieth-century Chinese society.

Pruitt's two classic studies of traditional Chinese women (A Daughter of Han: The
Autobiography of a Chinese Working Woman and Old Madam Yin: A Memoir of Peking
Life) drew on cases from the Peking Union Medical College. She also translated The
Flight of an Empress by Wu Yung and Yellow Storm by Lao She. Her early and consistent
public support for the normalization of diplomatic relations between the United States
and the People's Republic of China was an extension of her lifelong quest to bridge
the cultural and political gulf between ,her two peoples.

Chitoshi Yanaga (1903-1985)

Chitoshi Yanaga, a specialist on the inner workings of Japanese politics and gov-
ernment, died April 14, 1985, at Massachusetts General Hospital after an extended
illness. He was 82.

Yanaga was a native of Kona, Hawaii; he was sent in his youth to study in Japan.
Upon his return to the United States he entered the University of Hawaii, where he
majored in political science (B.A., Hawaii, 1928; Ph.D., California, 1934). As a
social scientist, he came tobe known for pioneering studies in which he exploited
Japanese-language sources, written and oral, to illuminate the workings of contem-
porary politics in Japan. In Japanese People and Politics (1956), he explored the dual
nature of a political system that was Western and modern in structure but remained
Japanese and traditional in spirit and operation. In Big Business in Japanese Politics
(1968), Yanaga was among the first to delineate in detail the unusual degree of
cooperation and collaboration between government and business interests. His Japan
Since Perry (1949) has been assigned reading for a generation of students.

Yanaga taught at the University of California, Berkeley, after receiving his doc-
torate, and he worked for the Office of War Information and the Office of Strategic
Services during World War II. He joined the faculty of Yale University in 1945 as
a visiting lecturer in foreign area studies, and he retired as a professor of political
science in 1971. In the summer of 1957, he directed a team of specialists that combed
through seized records of the Japanese Army and Navy Ministry on deposit at the
U.S. National Archives. Some 400,000 pages of historical materials from this enor-
mous cache were microfilmed at the Library of Congress, and today they remain
available at that library for research.

Yanaga is survived by his wife, Clara Soto Yanaga, of Beacon Hill, Boston; two
daughters, Mary George of Tallahassee and Keiko Yanaga of Asheville, North Car-
olina; and two grandchildren.

Yanaga was proud of his status as the first nisei to become a professor in the field
of Japanese studies in a major American university. Contributions in his memory
may be sent to the New England Chapter, Japanese American Citizens League Redress
Fund, 85 Wendell Street, Cambridge, Mass.
