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P R E P A R A T I O N O F M A N U S C R I P T S 

A u t h o r s of articles submi t ted for publicat ion in the Journa l are asked to ensure that their 
typescripts are in a form suitable for sending to the pr inter . T h e necessary prepara t ion should be 
d o n e by the au tho r before initial submission. W e set out below a brief s ta tement of the main points 
we ask au thor s to observe . 

1. T h e au tho r should keep a comple te copy of the submit ted art icle; the Society will not accept 
responsibili ty for any loss. T w o copies of the typescript should be submit ted . 

2. An abstract of not more than 100 words , an Amer ican Mathemat ica l Society (MOS) subject 
classification (1970) and a shor tened title should accompany each typescript. 

3. T h e article should be typed or pho tocopied on high quality A4 or qua r to bond paper , on one 
side only, with at least doub le spacing, and with a gene rous margin (at least 3 cm) all a round . 
Diagrams (other than simple d iagrams of maps) must be submit ted in a form suitable for 
r ep roduc t ion ; that is, they should be drawn to professional s t andards on high quality tracing paper o r 
white b o n d paper , in Indian ink, with lines of uniform width, of a size and propor t ions to allow for 
reduct ion by a factor of 1/2 to 1/4, and two copies should be sent , one containing labelling and one 
without . 

4. T h e conven t ions of A manual for authors of mathematical papers published by the Amer ican 
Mathemat ica l Society should be used, except that references should be in alphabetical o rde r 
p resen ted as follows in the bibl iography:

(Spr inger-Verlag, New York ) .

(Gordon & Breach , New York) . 

References in the text should take forms such as: Cher ry (1965), p . 155; Barnes and Mack (1975), 
Chap t e r 5 T h e o r e m 1.7. 

5. T h e sett ing out of the typescript should imitate as closely as possible the in tended final 
pr in ted art icle, particularly with regard to paragraphing , indentat ion of paragraphs , use and spacing 
of displayed formulae , section headings , subheadings and the like. T h e accepted forms of g r ammar 
including punctua t ion should be observed, both in the text and in the displayed formulae. Eschew 
abbrevia t ions such as " t h m " , " e q n " , "w. r . t . " , "w. l .g . " . Spelling and use of hyphens should be 
consis tent . 

6. Explain clearly what symbols are to be set in special typefaces (such as cursive, fraktur, script, 
bold) and what is requi red with any unusual symbols . This is best done by supplying a separa te page 
ent i t led " N o t e s to the C o m p o s i t o r " in which convent ions and r equ i remen t s are fully set out , and by 
drawing a t ten t ion to par t icular symbols at their first a p p e a r a n c e in the typescript. The Notes to the 
Compos i to r should include a list of all symbols and foreign letters used in the article. 
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
