America, Spain, and Portugal, currently underway in the United States, Latin
America, and Canada. «= The purpose of this section is to acquaint researchers
working in the Latin American area with the various social science projects
currently being carried out in the field. (Published research is not listed.) It is
hoped that the information will provide an impetus toward communication
among scholars concerning their own work and reduce duplication.

The projects listed in the following section of this issue include projects
being carried out by researchers at institutions, in the Eastern region of the
United States and Puerto Rico, and projects being carried out by members of
U.S. government agencies and international organizations. In the next issue,
the Summer issue, projects being carried out by researchers from institutions in
the Middle West and from those in the northern tier of Latin America (the
Caribbean area, Central America, Mexico, Venezuela, and Colombia) will be
listed.
