Grawemeyer Award for
Ideas Improving World Order

The Grawemeyer Award is given
to stimulate dissemination, analysis
and testing of outstanding proposals
that can lead to more just and peace-
ful international relations.

The award carries a $150,000 cash
prize, payable in five, annual install-
ments of $30,000.

Entries are sought which advance
ideas relative to foreign policy, the
conduct of foreign relations, inter-
cultural relations and communica-
tions, international law and organiza-
tion, the rule of law and the role of
force, international development,
trade or investment. Judging is based
on originality, feasibility and poten-
tial impact.

Individuals, government agencies,
non-profit groups, international
organizations are eligible. Nom-
inators may include chairs of polit-
ical science departments, professional
associations of political scientists or
related disciplines, publishers and
editors of books and journals in
political science and international
affairs.

Entries must be submitted in four
copies and accompanied by entry
form, nominator's letter, biograph-
ical sketch of nominee and agree-
ment that the material will be placed
in university archives. Non-English
entries must be translated. Self-
nomination is not allowed. Ideas or
achievements must be presented or
published within the last five years.

Initial screening is done by a com-
mittee of political scientists. Sec-
ondary screening is done by a jury of
three prominent political scientists,
statesmen, journalists, economists,
lawyers or military experts. Final
screening is the responsibility of Uni-
versity of Louisville president, Col-
lege of Arts and Sciences dean, polit-
ical science chairman and four others
named by the president. University
trustees approve the final recom-
mendation.

The International Foundation for
Electoral Systems (IFES) offers elec-
tion officials from around the world
access to a broad resource collection
related to the design of all aspects of
an election process. The collection
includes sample constitutions and
electoral laws, election personnel
training materials, lists of election
commodity suppliers, and a carefully
compiled list of international experts
who are experienced in all aspects of
electoral design.

IFES is continually identifying
individual experts in the areas of
voter registration, voter turnout,
ballot security, political party devel-
opment, voter education, election
law, and the adjudication of election
grievances. IFES is also called upon
from time to time to assemble inter-
national election observer teams.
Experience with the electoral process,
knowledge of the region, fluency
with the language, and a willingness
to travel will serve as the criteria
upon which IFES will select persons

to assist other countries in establish-
ing sound electoral processes.

IFES is now updating their files on
individuals able to provide technical
election assistance or qualified to
participate in international election
observer teams.

Vital Records Index Search
Service Instituted

The New York State Archives has
instituted a new vital records index
search service. Genealogists and
other researchers can now request a
search of the State Department of
Health microfiche indexes to vital
records. The indexes cover the entire
state (except New York City, and
Albany, Buffalo, and Yonkers prior
to 1914). The indexes now available
span the years 1880/81-1943 for mar-
riages and deaths, and 1881-1918 for
births. The indexes are transferred to
the Archives after 75 years for births,

and after 50 years for marriages and
deaths.

Researchers may request the New
York State Archives to search one
vital records index (birth, marriage,
or death) for one name for up to
three specific years. The request must
be made on a Vital Records Index
Search Request form. Copies of the
request form are available from the
New York State Archives. Each
request must be accompanied by a
check or money order for $5.00
(U.S. funds). Applicants requesting
a search of the birth or marriage
indexes must sign a statement tht the
individual named in the request is
now deceased.

The microfiche indexes are avail-
able for public use Monday through
Friday, 9:00-5:00, in the State
Archives research room, located in
the Cultural Education Center (11th
floor) in downtown Albany. For fur-

Information Needed on
Implementation of the
Americans with Disabilities
Act (ADA)

Suffolk University in Boston, MA,
together with The Shriver Center,
Children's Hospital, and the World
Institute on Disability has received a
National Institute on Disability and
Rehabilitation Research (NIDRR)
project to conduct an exploratory
evaluation of the implementation of
the Americans with Disabilities Act
(ADA) over a three-year period. The
project has three main goals: (1) to
develop a legal analysis comparing
existing anti-discrimination laws and
regulations with the ADA; (2) to
develop a set of outcome measures
with which to monitor implementa-
tion, to assess their relevance for per-
sons with disabilities, public and
private officials, to identify "exem-
plary" implementation practices; and
(3) to delineate a future research
agenda. The project is based on par-
ticipatory involvement of individuals
with disabilities and representatives
from a variety of advocacy organiza-
tions both in developing the research
instruments and in responding to
surveys and interviews.
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Specifically, we need your help in
identifying both positive examples of
and problems associated with imple-
mentation of the ADA. We are inter-
ested in receiving information from
both organizations as well as individ-
uals on the types of outcomes asso-
ciated with ADA. For example, we
are especially interested in examples
in which public and private entities
have implemented ADA without
resorting to legal channels (e.g.,
developing cooperative agreements to
resolve ADA concerns, identifying
low cost/low tech options to meeting
ADA, including persons with dis-
abilities on ADA planning commit-
tees, and others).

We are collecting information on
all of the major areas covered by the

ADA (employment, public/private
accommodation, transportation and
communication) that affect persons
with disabilities. Please forward any
