While on  his uihject it t n i ~ I l t  he noted that the more recently described 
cirrrrrhillet7srs McD. (1932, Can. En(. LXIV, 105) should be removed from 
Acpotipkil{i ant1 placecl i n  E~rwon nuar rolata Grt. and its allies; since describing 
the apccies I have hccn ahlc to examine the genitalia of a female of this species 
and find that the type of bursa and ductus seminalis is distinctly that of the 
colata group and n&<of the species now placed in Orosagrotis. 

IVOR JESMOND WARD, 1908-1947 

I t  is with deep regret that we record the death, at the age of 38 years, 
of Ivor Jesmond Ward, Provincial Entomologist for British Columbia, which 
occurred on February 5, 1047. Born in England, he came to Vernon, British 
C:olnml~ia, with tiis parenr-. 3.5 years ago. In 1926 he joined the staff of the 
Darninion E~lttlmological Labnratorv i jr  l'crnon, and after obtaining his Bachelor 
nC Science degree in  1938 fmm the Univcrrity of Alberta, he was employed con- 
tinunudv on field crtip insuct inr.rsti,rplic~r~s in Vernon and Kamloops until, in 
194.?, he acceptccl the position r ~ l  Pro\.ir~cjal Entomologist. 

I V i r h  tror Ward's passing 111c Entomological Society of British Columbia 
lows a nlcnlber and a Friet~d. and the Provincial and Dominion Departments of 
.Jgricul ture a ralued rvorker. . l r  Provincial Entornnlnqi~i4t he l n i ~ l ~ t  have had 
a long and valuable career, for few men have lhr ability Inr making friends 
better developed than did Ivor Ward, and he hacl a personality particularly 
suited to the field of extension entomology. 

He will aIrvars be remembered hv the stockmen of the British Columbiau 
cattle ranges for the part he plaved in the study of their grasshopper problems, 
and in the orgmization of the pasdiol>per control zones. 

After his appnintmrnt as I'rnvintiaI Entomologist lle had charge of the 
control work lor the Colorado potato bcctlc. and was intererted in devising 
better concrol rnc~hods lor the \ arioub fruit, vegctabIe, a~itl  seed insec~s 
throughout the province, and in preparirrg I,roi itlcial ~lul~lications on insect 
control. 

He  is survived by his wife, formerly Marjorie Glover of Kamloops; his 
father, Fred Ward, of Vernon; and two sisters, Mrs. K. Burnham of Vernon and 
Mrs. Sid Walker of Vancouver.
