A VACANCY exists in the post of Archaeological Commissioner in Ceylon.

THE volume includes those parts of the county which have now been absorbed
in the County of London, and the pages on these districts include a full
treatment of early street-names in such areas as Southwark, Bermondsey, and

Rotherhithe. Here and in other parts of the county, the authors of the
volume have had to deal with several names of newly developed areas, and
the task of tracing the history of such names has not always been an easy one.
The work of the editors has been carried out in close co-operation with
Mr A. Bonner, who has been collecting Surrey Place-Name material for many
years, and throughout the work the editors have had much help from Surrey
landowners who have given access to unpublished documents in their possession,
and from Surrey topographers and antiquaries who have freely shared with
them their knowledge of the county. The volume deals fully with the
much discussed Coldharbour name and also with the numerous place-names
containing the element Friday.
