And as the Press holds the primacy among
such instruments, the Order of Preachers needs to
have it ready to hand. The French, American and
Irish Dominicans and others as well have already
taken hold of the Apostolate of the printed word
by controlling their own publications. The English
brethren are now adopting the same method for
their country. The whole venture has in fact arisen
from the need to extend the apostolate of BLACK-
FRIARS review which the Province has success-
fully produced for nearly 30 years. This publishing
house simply continues in a broader field the work
of BLACKFRIARS and its more recent confrere,
THE LIFE OF THE SPIRIT.
