CHARGE:  
This position includes a professor’s position and a full 
time position as Director of the adult psychiatry division. 
This position is attached to the Department of psychiatry 
of the Faculty of Medicine and to the Department of 
mental health and psychiatry of the University Hospitals 
of Geneva. 
Candidates must have extensive experience in psychiatry 
and psychotherapy of the adult. Additionally, they should 
demonstrate excellent leadership and management skills 
to lead a large division, organised in several 
hospitalisation and ambulatory units and a mobile team. 
They are also expected to conduct high-level research in 
the field of adult psychiatry, and to have the ability to 
teach at the undergraduate and postgraduate levels. 
Furthermore, they should be capable of maintaining and 
developing collaborations with other divisions especially 
the geriatric psychiatry division and the consultative 
psychiatry and crisis intervention division. Community 
psychiatric skills would be an asset. 
 
TITLE AND APPLICATION CONDITIONS: 
M.D. title and board certification in psychiatry and 
psychotherapy (or equivalent) are required.  
Good knowledge of French, previous experience as an 
independent investigator and teacher, and publications in 
major international journals are also essential.
