has just finished ithis important volume. It will be remembered that the second
Dart of the late Mr. Fames Fergusson's © Tree and Serpent Worship” (now out
of print) dealt with the marble sculptures brought by Colonel C. Mackenzie and
Sir Waller Elliot at different times from the Amardvati Tope or Sthpa, and
whichare now in the British Museum. Dr. BURGESs spent some time at Amardvatt

 immediately afler the excavation of the site by ovders of the Madras Government,
where he made further researches, discovering about ninety fresh sculptures, and
Jorwarded about a hundred and eighty slabs to the Madras Government Museum,
whick ke also carefully pholographed. On the spot he made many drawings, and
copted all the Pali inscriptions, which are numerous, and, though short, ave of con-
siderable interest. One in particular he discovered, bearing the name of Pulumdyri,
one of the great Andhra sovereigns of the second century, whick is of the utmost value
in defermining the age of the Tope. The date of the monument proves to be earlier by
about a century and a half than Mr. Fergusson had estimated it; but this seems to be
solely due fo the want of date, when the latter wrole, by which lo fix the age of the
Nasik inscriptions of the Andhra kings. It is one of the evidences of the value of the
epigraphical researches carried on under the Archeological Survey that they enable
scholars to determine, within so very narrow limits as Dr. BURGESS Zs understood to
Drove, the age of so interesting a monument as this of Amardvati.

. Al Faggayyapeta, a large village farther up the Kistna river, and close on the
Hyderabad frontier, Dr. BURGESS discovered another vuined Stipa. This is also
described and illustrated, and the inscriptions from it transiated. Though much
smaller than that at Amardvali, it proves to be of muck earlier date, and its very
archaic sculptures, though few and much injured, are of the greatest interest in the
