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immediately available, this problem can probably be solved by the co-
operation of professional historians.

Physicians, pharmacists, dentists, veterinarians, and others who are
interested, can be accepted as members ofthe Society.
At the first meeting, Dr. Per Hanssen delivered a most interesting lecture

on Sir William Osler. This topic, the speaker said, provides a basis for a
number of lectures, e.g. Osler the scientist, clinician, teacher, humanist,
author, bibliophile and medical historian. After the lecture there was a good
discussion, and the new Society was presented with a unique collection of
books by and about Sir William Osler, including a copy of his first paper-
'Christmas and the Microscope'-written at the age of nineteen.

This valuable collection was given by A/S Apotekeraes Laboratorium,
one of our pharmaceutical firms, 'in the hope that something of Osler's
spirit may be conveyed to those ofa generation that has not known him'.
Another pharmaceutical firm, Marwell Hauge A/S, representing Lederle

Laboratories, offered an annual prize to be awarded for the best work on the
history of medicine.
The second meeting of the Society was held in November I956.
