THE EDITOR:

Yesterday as I passed through the Periodical
Room of our library, I noticed the latest
issue of TDR. What was the meaning of the
cover picture? I never found it! Demands
were too repulsive.

My condemnation did not assert itself until
I had reviewed enough of it as a critic (and
as objectively) to feel justified in my present
decision.

In asking for a cancellation of our sub-
scription, I'll offer this explanation. In one
of our reference books, How to Understand
Sex—Guidelines for Students by Wayne J.
Anderson, Ph.D., we find, to our mind, an
acceptable directive not only for our students
but for all of us:

"Since this relaxing of censorship, the nation
has been flooded by books dealing with sex
and violence. . . . It is entirely possible, and
this is evident in counselling contacts with
individuals of various age levels, that pre-
occupation with cynical and 'earthy' 'dirty'
books about sex can cause the reader to
gradually look upon man as an animal whose
chief satisfactions are derived from gratify-
ing biological needs. The concomitant result
of such a developed attitude may often be
a feeling of disdain for the higher things of
the mind and the spirit, those parts of the
human soul that motivate both man and
woman to create a world of beauty and re-
finement. . . ."
