2° Numeroter les formules, indiquer ces numeros entre parentheses, en regard de la formule, a 
droite de la page. 

3° Reprendre les notes en bas de la page (numerotees de 1 a n) sur une feuille separee. 

4° Les articles doivent etre accompagnes d'un resume de 15 lignes environ en frangais et en 
anglais, ainsi que de trois numeros, au maximum, de la classification des articles du Journal of 
Economic Literature. 

INSTRUCTIONS TO AUTHORS 

Recherches Economiques de Louvain publishes papers in French and in English. 

Manuscripts submitted should be addressed in triplicate to Michel De Vroey, Managing Editor, 
Departement des Sciences Economiques, Place Montesquieu, 3, B-1348 Louvain-La-Neuve, 
Belgium. 
Authors are kindly requested to adhere to the following rules : 

1c Bibliographical references : 
a) indicate in the text name of the author followed by the year of publication in brackets, 

for example : Smith (1969); 
b) all references should be collected at the end of the paper. Underline the name of the book or 

of the review (no abbreviation), 
for example: 
BROWN, J.R. (1970), Economy Theory, Cambridge, M.I.T. press. 
SMITH, L.P. (1969), The Effects of Inflation on the Distribution of Income, American 
Economic Journal, Vol. 51, n° 1, pp. 25-41. 

2° Important formulas should be numbered consecutively. These numbers should be written in 
brackets at the right-hand side of the page. 

3° Foot-notes should be referred to by numerical superscripts and collected on a separate sheet. 

4° Each article must be accompanied by an abstract of about 200 words and by a maximum of 
three Journal of Economic Literature subject codes for articles. 
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
