ventionalism in logic, ontic commitment, logical or
semantic paradoxes, the logic of hypotheses and of
pre-suppositions, constructivism, and extensionality.

e Philosophical work relating to specific sciences (such
as linguistics, history of logic, or physics), with an
emphasis on foundational problems, and making use
of logical theory. Some instances of recent work of this
kind are the treatments of universal grammar, prag-
matics, conceptions of possibility, theories and mathe-
matical truth in the history of philosophy, formalization
of scientific theories, or iogical structure in quantum
mechanics.
