In 1898, the celebration of the centenary of Jules 
Michelet’s birth confi rmed his place as a canon-
ical historian of the French nation. Over a cen-
tury later, he remains very much part of collective 
memory. He is cited by politicians of almost all 
stripes, and is a classic reference for historians.  
A central pillar of Republican France’s historical 
self-representation, his works have been cele-
brated, criticized, mocked, and instrumentalized 
to very diff erent ends.

In this study, Camille Creyghton traces the 
symbolic resurrections of Michelet from the 
publishing strategy of his widow, Athénaïs, to 
the diff erent readings made by generations of 
historians and politicians, including Barthes in 
the 1970s, and the development of a specialized 
branch of literature studies.

Résurrections de Michelet thus shines new light on 
the role of national history in French political and 
intellectual culture since the nineteenth century.

� e Enlightenment is often invoked in the public 
sphere as a combat against obscurantism that 
simply needs to be brought up to date. Generaliz-
ing and often caricatural interpretations associate 
it with the cult of Progress, political liberalism, 
and disembodied universalism.

However, as Antoine Lilti shows, the Lumières 
proposed neither a coherent philosophical doc-
trine nor a shared political project. By consider-
ing emblematic authors alongside less well-known 
fi gures, Lilti seeks to reinstate the historical 
complexity of the Enlightenment and to recon-
sider the movement’s legacy as an ensemble of 
 questions and problems rather than a reassuring, 
ready-made ideology.

From this perspective, the Enlightenment can 
be seen as a collective response to the emergence 
of modernity, a response whose ambivalences 
 continue to shape our horizons. Lilti moves from 
 Voltaire’s interrogation of colonial trade and slav-
ery to the later refl ections of Michel Foucault, 
taking in postcolonial criticism and the dilemma 
of philosophers in public space. L’héritage des 
Lumières thus traces a renewed portrait of a move-
ment that, with its constant presence in our dis-
course, needs to be rediscovered.

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Recommendations for authors

The Annales only accept original and previously unpublished work, 
which can be submitted in French or English as well as Italian, 
German, or Spanish. All manuscripts are assessed by the editorial  
board within six months of reception and are also sent to two  
external specialists for peer review. The board can decide to accept 
a manuscript as it stands or subject to revision. They may also ask 
for a more substantially modified version that will pass through the 
evaluation process a second time, or refuse the article directly. 
Manuscripts should be sent to the address annales@ehess.fr in a 
format such as Word or Open Office (and not as a PDF). They must 
be accompanied by a title and an abstract of around 1,500 characters 
in both French and English. Maps, graphs, or figures should be  
submitted as separate files, in high definition and a size suitable 
to the format of the journal (170 mm × 240 mm). They must be 
accompanied by titles, captions, and a note of their sources. Authors 
are asked to specify their institutional affiliation and their nationality.
The text must be double spaced and follow the recommendations 
set out on the site http://annales.ehess.fr/index.php?179. It must not 
exceed 90,000 characters (including notes and spaces), and footnotes 
are limited to 100. Citations in foreign or ancient languages must be 
translated into either French or English, depending on the language 
of the article, with the original included in a footnote if necessary.
Please note that all accepted articles will be published in both French 
and English, in print and online. Authors will be put in contact with 
translators and are encouraged to work with our editors to establish 
high quality academic translations.
To this end, authors of accepted articles will be asked to furnish 
the original French or English citations from works first published 
in either language, or to provide references to canonical translations 
where they exist. They commit to providing a document indicating 
these alternative citations and references, as well as any necessary 
changes to proper nouns, etc., and their preferred translations of 
specific concepts or terminology used.
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
