‘In 1999 I was invited to exhibit some paintings
inspired by Dr Faustus for the Thomas Mann
Society at the University of Eichstaett in
Germany. This novel chronicles the life of a
brilliant composer Adrian Leverkuhn who
descends into a neuro-syphilitic madness
and sells his soul to the devil in exchange
for musical genius. I took my inspiration from
his consequent Apocalyptic hallucinations, an allegory of the turmoil in
pre-Word War 2 Germany. The Dogs of War focuses on the instigators of
the war Machine – Hitler’s thugs, the Nationalists, arms dealers and
crooked politicians drawing Germany towards sinister figures
representing the chaos and destruction to follow.’
