Upon request, United will provide travel-
ers with the lowest applicable fare for
travel on United.

In addition to the special arrangements
with United, reduced cost travel to
Denver may be available through special
plans of various airlines, such as the
super-saver fare. These plans can be us-
ed by those planning to attend the An-
nual Meeting on an individual basis.
Travel agents can assist Denver-bound
travelers in obtaining the least costly
fare. •

Graduate Study Guide
Now Available from APSA

The tenth edition of the Guide to Gradu-
ate Study in Political Science (1982) is

now available from the National Office,
according to editor Jean Walen.

The Guide describes nearly 300 Ph.D.
and M.A. programs in political science.
The listing of each program includes in-
formation about field specializations, tui-
tion charges, and financial aid, and ad-
mission and degree requirements. In addi-
tion, the entire faculty of each depart-
ment with a graduate program in political
science is identified along with their
fields of specialization, highest degree,
and current position.

The purpose of the Guide is to -provide
students and teachers with a concise
summary of graduate programs in politi-
cal science. Students who are interested
in a particular field can determine from
the lists of faculty and program descrip-
tions which political science departments
offer such a specialization, what the re-
quirements for admission to various pro-
grams are, and what kinds of financial
assistance are available.

The information on which the Guide is
based was collected in September and
October, 1981, directly from political
