Political Scientist Runs
For President of U.S.

University of South Carolina

In the spring of 1984, a political scientist
will join other Democratic candidates in
New Hampshire and in other New
England primaries. The candidate is
William P. Kreml!, an associate professor
of political science at the University of
South Carolina.

Kreml’s campaign against Senator Ernest
Hollings in the 1980 senatorial primary in
South Carolina broached the question of
constitutional review. The national pub-
licity his campaign garnered helped lead
to the formation of the Commission on
Constitutional Study, a national citizen's
group that includes Robert: McNamara,
Barbara Tuchman, Lloyd Cutler, C.
Douglas Dillon, Henry Reuss and others.

Kreml's purpose, and the purpose of the
Commission on Constitutional Study, is
to have the 1987 bicentennial of the
Constitution be what James MacGregor
Burns calls a ‘’cerebration’’ of the docu-
ment. Increasingly, many American
scholars, as well as informed citizens, are
distrubed by the excessive fragmentation
of the American government and the
deadlock of policy which seems to result
from such fragmentation.

Though Krem! does not endorse the
adoption of a pure parliamentary form of
government, he suggests lengthening the
terms of House members to four years
and the abrogation of Section 6, Article |,
thereby permitting leading congressional
members to serve in the executive
branch, which would provide a workable
alternative to our current separation of
powers system.

Independently of the Commission, which
has established a Washington office with
tax-deductible funding, Kreml will enter
the six New England Democratic pri-
maries in 1984 and will hold forums to
discuss the constitutional issue at col-
leges and universities in the region. Po-
litical scientist Robert Lane at Yale,
economist Lester Thurow at M.LT.,
Amaitai Etzioni, and former Senator
James Abourezk are among those who
have already accepted invitations to ap-
pear at forums. Kreml invites the interest
of others who would be willing to speak
to the Constitutional issue in the spring of
1984.

Kremli also plans a hospitality suite at the
Chicago meeting in September and in-
vites all interested political scientists to
either meet with him there or contact him
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Political scientist William P. Kreml is a can-
didate for the Democratic nomination for
President.

CIS Publishes
index to International Statistics

After more than three years of research
and development, Congressional Infor-
mation Service, Inc., (CIS) has published
the first monthly issue of the Index to In-
ternational Statistics (lIS).

The index and a corresponding micro-
fiche collection of source publications
provide current access to economic,
demographic, industrial, and social
statistics published by major international
intergovernmental organizations (IGOs).

Among the organizations covered are the
United Nations, the European Commun-
ity, the Organization of American States,
the Organization for Economic Coopera-
tion and Development, and some 30
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others. During its first year IS will cover
1300-1500 titles, including periodicals,
annuals, biennials, serials, monographs,
and special studies.

IIS provides access to IGO statistical
publications by subject, name, and
geographic area; category of data
breakdown {(e.g., by country, by indus-
try, etc.}); title; issuing source; and report
number. IS abstracts describe the sub-
ject matter of the publication, the data
sources and breakdowns, and the time
period covered. lIS indexes and abstracts
are cumulated quarterly in paperbound
form and annually in a two-volume cloth-
bound edition.

CIS also publishes the American Sta-
tistics Index to statistical publications of
the U.S. government, and the Statistical
Reference Index to statistical data pro-
duced by U.S. business organizations,
associations, commercial publishers,
research centers, universities, and state
governments.

1982 Public and Elite Surveys on
Foreign Policy Available

The newest in a series of surveys on
foreign policy conducted by the Gallup
Poll for the Chicago Council on Foreign
Relations is now available. Two surveys
were conducted in November 1982—
one a random national sample of the pub-
lic and the other a cross-section of elites
from the Congress, the White House, the
business community, news media, for-
eign policy academics and others.

There are over 250 variables in the elite
sample and over 350 in the public sam-
ple. Many questions were asked of both
elites and the public.

This is the third in a series of surveys on
foreign policy sponsored by the Chicago
Council on Foreign Relations. The pre-
vious surveys conducted in 1974 and
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1978 follow the same format as the
1982 survey. Therefore, comparisons of
elites and the public are possible between
1974 and 1982. Funding for the two
1986 surveys has already been
guaranteed.

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Arms Control
Essay Contest
Established

The Arms Control Association (ACA) an-

C. Smith essay contest. Named in honor
of the U.S. negotiator for the first
Strategic Arms Limitation Talks {SALT 1)
with the Soviet Union, its purpose is to
encourage innovative thinking and crea-
tive approaches to arms limitation and
reduction.
