Support Available

The above is a sample of the kinds of questions
about the nature and extent of American
women'’s political participation which the Flor-
ence Eagleton Grants Program seeks to address
through its 1976-1977 awards.

Proposals may vary widely. Possible designs
include quantitative studies, historical accounts,
theoretical analyses, biographical studies, quali-
tative observation. Projects must focus on
women and public life at local levels, and must
be conducted within the ten-month period of
the program. Other aspects of the program
include:

Four to six grants will be awarded to persons of
diverse backgrounds and points of view.

Proposals will be welcome from persons with
political, community and organizational experi-
ence, as well as from those with academic or
professional backgrounds.

Grants range from $5,000 to $10,000 and cover
the period from September 1976 through June
1977.

Grantees will meet every two months at the
Center for the American Woman and Politics.
New Jersey residence is not required.

Selected research findings and program reports
will be disseminated under CAWP sponsorship.

Proposals will be judged on the basis of
originality, significance, suitability of method
and approach, and qualifications of the appli-
cant for executing the proposed project.

Office of Education Grant on
Policy Formation in Western Europe and Japan

The U.S. Office of Education has awarded
Professors Dougtas E. Ashford, J. J. Pempel and
Peter Katzenstein of Cornell University
$38,524 to support a seminar on policy forma-
tion in Western Europe and Japan. The seminar
will focus on six major policy questions con-
fronting the governments of Great Britain,
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France, the German Federal Republic and
Japan. The competition is based on innovative
approaches to instruction in comparative and
international politics.

The seminar will be offered by the Graduate
School of Business and Public Administration
and the Department of Government of the Arts
College. The aim is to bring faculty and
students from several components of the Uni-
versity into a common discussion, including
problems of administrative reform, economic
planning, urban government, labor relations,
race relations and higher education. The grant
has been made to the Western Societies Pro-
gram of the Center of International Studies.

The funds will enable the sponsors to invite
guests to the campus, appoint a post-doctoral
fellow, and provide graduate student support.
In conjunction with the seminar, a workshop
will also be organized to relate American policy
studies to the problems raised in the context of
other advanced industrial societies. The central
theme will be how the growth of managerial
and bureaucratic expertise has affected demo-
cratic control and representation in industrial
societies.

Ford Foundation Awards to
Cambodian and Vietnamese Displaced Scholars

Fourteen Cambodian and Vietnamese social
scientists are among a group of 42 scholars
selected by the Ford Foundation to receive
research and training fellowships for displaced
scholars.

Ford Foundation concern for scholars and
intellectuals displaced from their native coun-
tries dates back to the early 1950s, when
assistance was provided to post-World War ||
refugees, principally from Eastern Europe. in
the past year, the Foundation has similarly
aided intellectuals from the Soviet Union and
Chile.
