NorRMAN GAMBLE FUND AND RESEARCH PRIZE.

Norman Gamble for the purpose of providing a prize of £50 every fourth
year for the best original work in Otology carried out during the preced-
ing four years, the balance of the fund to be used for the purpose of
awarding grants in aid of research work in Otology. The prize is open
to any British subject, whether lay or medical.

The Committee of Award will consider applications for the prize
and for grants in aid of research work in October, 1934. Applications
for the prize and for grants in aid must be received by the Secretary
of the Royal Society of Medicine not later than September 30th, 1934.
