•  Manuscripts should be between 7000 and 9000 words, excluding captions to fi gures and 

tables.
• Manuscripts should be prepared in MS Word-compatible software. 
• Tables, charts, and graphs may be prepared using the word processor’s software facilities.
•  For initial submission for the peer review process, tables and low resolution fi gures may 

be inserted within the body of the text, or placed on separate pages at the end of the 
document.

•  Wherever possible use black and white or grey-scale charts, illustrations, and fi gures; the 
inclusion of colour images will be charged to the author.

•  Footnotes may be used sparingly for important additional information and non-standard 

sources of data referred to in the article.
• Please do not use endnotes, either for additional information or references.

Abstract
A concise abstract (200 words) is required on submission. Citing references in the abstract should 
be avoided, but if essential write the author(s) names, year, and full title. Abbreviations should not 
be included.

Keywords
Provide a maximum of six keywords, avoiding general and plural terms, and multiple concepts.
