THE CONTRIBUTORS

Gasrier A. ALMoND is Professor of Public and International Affairs and Research
Associate in the Center of International Studies at Princeton University. The
author of The American People and Foreign Policy (1950) and The Appeals of
Communism (1954), he serves as an advisory editor of World Politics.

KenT GEIGER is Assistant Professor of Sociology at Tufts University and a mem-
ber of the Russian Research Center at Harvard. He has written several articles
on Soviet society and is now preparing a book of readings on Soviet social insti-
tutions.

Jack HirsHLEIFER, Assistant Professor in the School of Business at the University
of Chicago, also acts as a consultant to the RAND Corporation.
