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Short communications should not exceed
1,500 words or the equivalent space including
figures and tables, with abstracts of no more
than 50 words.

Rapid communications should not exceed
1,000 words or the equivalent space. The
summary should consist of no more than 50
words. Only one table and one figure are ac-
cepted. Figures (glossy) should be submitted
in a form suitable for direct reproduction.
References should be limited to a maximum
of 10 and are in addition to the 1,000 words.
To ensure rapid publication, articles must
meet a high standard, both in terms of scien-
tific content and presentation. Following ac-
ceptance of an article in this category, no fur-
ther modifications by the author will be
aliowed. Rapid communications are con-
sidered to be articles comprising preliminary
but consistent results and will be published
within three months following acceptance.
Case reports should not exceed 1,000 words
and should not include a summary; references
limited to ten.

Letters to the Editor (maximum 500 words)
will be processed rapidly. To ensure rapid
publication, please adhere strictly to the
general instructions on style and arrange-
ment: provide only figures and tables suitable
for direct reproduction.

Illustrations. Photographs should be
presented as glossy prints with high contrast.
Figures should be completely and consist-
ently lettered, the size of the lettering being
appropriate to that of the illustration, taking
into account the necessary reduction in size.

[HNustrations should be designed to fit either a
single column or the full text width. Each il-
lustration should be clearly marked on the
reverse side with the name of the author(s),
the number of the illustration and its orienta-
tion (top). Colour figures will be included
subject to the author’s agreement to defray
part of the cost.

Tables. All tables must be cited in the text,

have titles and be numbered consecutively
with roman numerals. Only horizontal lines
should be included, and kept to a minimum.
Figures and tables should not exceed the equi-
valent of 2 journal pages.
References (Vancouver system). Authors are
responsible for the accuracy of the references.
Only published articles and those in press (the
journal shouid be stated) may be included;
unpublished results and personal communi-
cations should be cited as such in the text. In
the text, a reference should be cited by author
and date; when there are more than two
authors, state the first author’s name followed
by ‘et al’. References should be arranged al-
phabetically at the end of the paper and in-
clude, in the following order: all authors (sur-
name followed by initials), title of article,
journal title (abbreviated according to the
Serial Sources for the Biosis Data Base), year
of publication, volume number, and inclusive
page numbers.

Nomenclature. Metric units must be used
throughout, laboratory units must be fol-
lowed by Sfunits. The generic name of a drug
should be used unless the specific trade name
of the drug is directly relevant to the dis-
cussion.

Proofs and reprints. Proofs will be sent to
the author indicated on the title page; no
changes to the original manuscript will be
allowed at this stage. They should be care-
fully corrected and returned (preferably by
fax) to the publisher within 48 hours after re-
ception. If this period is exceeded, the galleys
will be proofread by the editorial staff of the
publishing house only and printed without the
author’s corrections.
