1930's. Through the daily life and memories of Lao Tai-tai, it
gives an intimate glimpse into a centuries-old way of life
that was fast coming to an end. We explore the inner workings
of an upper-class urban family: the relations between hus-
bands and wives and between wives and concubines, the inter-
actions among brothers, the role of women in such a family.
We learn how houses, gardens, and courtyards are constructed
according to precise rules. We are shown the enormous impor-
tance to the Chinese of protocol, etiquette, and reciprocal
obligation. Above all, the memoir captures the essence of
pre-war Chinese cultural and social values.
