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transfer credit, and attend a series of
guest lectures given by leading politi-
cal scientists. Additionally, attendees
are given the chance to meet with
recruiters from Ph.D. programs and
representatives of Educational Test-
ing Service. Many students who at-
tend the Ralph Bunche Summer In-

stitute excel in their senior year and
enter graduate political science pro-
grams at top schools, often with full

fellowships and teaching assistantships.

The institute is supported by the
National Science Foundation, the
University of Virginia, and APSA.
